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About the programme: 

The programme was organized by Raja Peary Mohan College Electoral Literacy Club in 

association with IQAC, Raja Peary Mohan College (RPMC). The main objective was to make 

students understand the importance of voting, process of voting and create voting awareness 

among the students. The talk was presented by Shri Sujan Barman (Nodal Officer), an Assistant 

Professor in the Department of Political Science, RPMC. 

Shri Sujan Barman began his informative talk by asking a question to the students that “What 

is an election?” After getting a satisfying answer he taught and informed to the students  

1) Important information for voters: Here he said first one must find one’s name in the voter 

list, locate the polling station and then know about the contesting candidates in his/her area. 

2) On Poll Day: He informed the students that on the poll day the voting starts at 7am and ends 

at 6pm. Citizens must carry with them an identity card to be allowed to vote. No gadgets like 

mobile phones, camera, wearing of sunglasses are allowed inside the polling booth. Once a 

citizen is identified as a registered voter than one can go and give is vote as per the guidance 

of the polling agents.  

3) How to cast your vote using EVM- VVPAT: Shri Barman first explained what is EVM 

and VVPAT and its functions and taught students as how voting is done through these 

machines. 

4) Facilities for PwDs and Senior Citizens: He said that for the PwDs and senior citizens 

following facilities are available such as ramp and wheel chair, transport facility, EVM with 

Braille, Voter Assistance Booth, Sign language, special volunteers, priority access to PwDs 

and senior citizens. 

Objectives: 

1) To teach students the importance of voting and the value of their one vote. 

2) Create Voting awareness among the students. 

3) Meaning of NOTA (None of the Above)  

4) Teach and inform them as what needs to be done by the citizens before voting. 

5) Teach students as what happens on the day of polling? 

6) Teach students as how to cast vote in EVM -VVPAT machine? 



7) Informed the students about the facilities available for PwDs and senior citizens. 

 

Outcome:  

1) The students learned about the value of one vote, importance of voting in India. 

2) Learned the meaning of NOTA 

3) Got information as what needs to be done by the citizen before the voting. 

4) Learned the timing of voting and learned an identity card must be taken to be allowed 

to vote. 

5) Learned about EVM-VVPAT and how to caste vote through it. 

6) Learned about the facilities available for the PwDs and senior citizens. 
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
